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SAFETY UNDER CONTROL

With a P99, you know the condition of the weapon all the time. With the integrated status indicators, you can feel and see

whether the pistol is cocked and/or loaded. Rigorous tests have proven safe operation under extreme temperatures, difficult

conditions (e.g. fouling) and a wide variety of ammunition types. There are no profruding parts such as a hammer, magazine

release or decocking lever to get in the way. During numerous tests including exposure to extreme temperatures, hostile

environments and firing a wide spectrum of ammunition, the functional reliability of the P99 has been proven.

PERMAMNEMNT ACTION OF 4 SAFETIES:

__ Trigger safety

The trigger safety prevents uncontrolled firing of a
round in the event of an uncontrolled movement of the
pistol (impact, dropping). The entire trigger with the
trigger bar can only be moved rearwards when the
trigger is moved by the shooting finger.

__ Striker safety

The rest position of the striker safety blocks the
striker movement forwards. The safety is released for
a free movement of the striker only when the trigger
bar is moved rearwards using the trigger,

__ Drop safety

The drop safety is an integral part of the striker
safety. lts design makes it effective against impacts
and drops. The drop safety is also further increased
by the interaction of the described automatic safety
elements.

__ Decocking safety
The decocker allows safe decocking of the striker and
automnatically acts as a safety.

extreme stress. The decisive innovation is that the trigger
travel before the first shot has been increased, not only in
double-action firing (Pos. 1, DA), but also in single-action
firing (Pos. 1, SA). The trigger travel of 14 mm, before the

first shot is fired, makes unintentional firing virtually

impossible. Short trigger travel for rapid bursts of fire
(Pos. 2, SA) with a linear rise in trigger pull. This means
excellent control of the pistol if several shots are fired in

rapid succession.

The new Quick Action trigger offers a consistent
trigger pull from the first until the last shot. Once
the P99 QA has been loaded it is immediately
ready while maximizing safety for the operator
through four independent safety systems.
